The students of Textile Design
explored the expressive and tactile
potential of macramé through a
thoughtfully developed range of
handcrafted products, including
wall hangings, cushions, and lamp

reflected a harmonious blend of
heritage  craftsmanship  and
contemporary design sensibilities.
Beginning with an in-depth under-
standing of macramé techniques
such as square knots, half hitch
knots, and intricate pattern forma-
tionsin which students experi-
mented with scale, texture, and
composition to create visually
compelling surfaces. Their wall
hangings  showcased layered
patterns and rhythmic knotting,
often inspired by natural elements
and geometric arrangements,
transforming simple cords into
interior

statement pieces for

spaces. In the development of

cushions, students focused on
both aesthetics and functionality.
They integrated macramé panels
with fabric bases, creating products
that were not only decorative, but
also practical for everyday use. The
interplay of soft textiles with struc-
tured knotting added depth and
tactility, enhancing the sensory
appeal of the designs. Throughout
the process, students engaged in
material exploration, working with
various types of cords and thick-
nesses, to achieve diverse
outcomes that led to a refined
understanding of how material
behavior leads and influences form
and durability. Overall, the work
reflected strong sense of creativity,
craftsmanship, and attention to
detail. The

lifestyle products, strengthening
their technical skills, and apprecia-

tion for handmade processes.

Sacred Geometry in Public Art

A cultural immersive project was
created by fifth semester students
from Graphic design department
under the guidance of instructor
Ageela Shirazi, envisioned as a
meaningful community engage-
ment initiative, encouraging
students to design and execute a
public art project rooted in the time-
less principles of sacred geometry.
This project aimed not only to foster
creativity and collaboration but also
to deepen cultural awareness by
connecting contemporary design
practices with historical and spiritu-
al visual traditions. Drawing inspira-
tion from the rich artistic heritage of
Safavid

students explored the intricate Girih

16th-century Persia,
10-fold geometric patterns, widely
found across walls, columns, doors,
and domes in Central and South
Asian architecture. These patterns,
renowned for their precision and
complexity, embody both mathe-
matical

rigor and  spiritual

symbolism. A key reference for the
project was the mesmerizing Persian
radial Shamsah rosette that adorns the
14th-century Jameh Mosque of Yazd, a
UNESCO World Heritage Site. This
extraordinary pattern is composed of
12 repeating radial sectors, intricately
interwoven to form a harmonious and
unified composition. Students studied
how such patterns balance symmetry
with subtle asymmetry, creating a
dynamic visual rhythm that feels both
structured and organic. Through this
exploration, students engaged with
the philosophical depth by examining
ideas of permanence and transforma-
tion, order and fluidity. Ultimately, this
assignment served as a powerful inter-
section of art, culture, and community.
It allowed students to engage deeply
with historical knowledge while
contributing meaningfully to public
space by creating works that invite
reflection, inspire dialogue, and cele-
brate the enduring relevance of sacred
world.
